Punjab Assembly established Punjabi University, Patiala under the Punjab Act No. 35 of 1961.
S. Radhakrishnan, the then President of India laid foundation of Punjabi University on June 24elp62ached, "The
institutes of higher eduation share the burden of natichuilding in a critically important sense. Our aim is a strong, free
and democratic India where every citizen has an equal place and full opportunity of growth. ltaskjsa vast
responsibility rests on our universitie€Established on April 30, 1962 in the erstwhile princely state of Patiala with the
main objective of furthering the cause of Punjabi language, art and literature, Punjabi Univassitinbe evolved into
the largest University in the state. This is theasd University in the world to be named after a language, the first being
Hebrew University of Israel. Its vision is to establish and incorporate a University for the adeahcd Punjabi studies
and development of Punjabi language as a medium of in8tm or otherwise for providing instruction in humanistic and
scientific subjects and generally for the promotion of education and research. The University stariang from its
present lush green, pollution free, 316 acres campus since 1965.

Initially Universitys jurisdiction area was fixed as the 16 km radius having only 9 colleges. In 1969jritayeew
affiliating university, with 43 colleges affiliated to it. Now the university caters to the eduedtieeds of nine Distti of
Punjab. Over ta time since its inception, the University has evolved into a Aadeted and multfaculty educational
institution for the promotion of higher education and research in Humanities, Arts, Sciences, dfingineanguages,
Technology and many more.

In order to fulfil this objective, besides the establishment of aitepErepartment of Punjapi
the University has set up a number of resdadepartments/centres & cells such as Department of Punjabi Developmen
and under this Text book Cell and Translation Cell, Department of Punjabi Literary Studies, D#paftiaanjab
Historical Studies, Department of Lexicography, Centre for Advancei i8edlies, etc.
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For the promotion of art and culture, the teaching departments such as department of Theatre awdioel,
Department of Music, Department of Dance and Department of Fine Arts have been established iivérsitynTwo TV
films, one onthe Painting Traditions of Punjab and the other on Excavation in Singhol have been undertaken for
promotion of art & culture of Punjab.

At UG level, Punjabi has been introduced as a compulsory subject for all the courses. At P@Gniewgldourses
students can also opt Punjabi as a medium of examination. Even M. Phil/Ph.D. thesis can be subniteghbi
language except in the case of languages other than Punjabi.

In order to promote Punjabi language, literature, art and culture, Punjabi Uniyérag launched a Punjabipedia
Project and has started a new website punjabipedia.org.To know the meaning of English in Puajalmiversity has
started Online EnglisRunjabi Dictionary.

The University has started online programme (Lets Learn Pun@legatn Punjabi in Gurmukhi Script through
Research Centre for Punjabi Language Technology. To make it easier to learn computer in Puh@sd# foeople who
know Punjabi, the University has started an online programme Punjabi Computer Help Centre.

To preserve and promote the all inclusive treasure of Gurmat Sangeet, the Universiytbdssatrmat Gyan
online Teaching. For this Bhai Randhir Singh online Gurmat Sdrilgeay has also been established by Gurmat Sangeet
Chair.

Besides this, the University was the first in the region to establish a teaching department $Shé&ahimd Singh
Department of Religious Studies.This is housed in Guru Gobind Singh BhawaersltMdfter level and M.Phil
programmes in Hinduism, Buddhism, Christianity, Islam, Jainism and Sikhism.

For carrying out research in Sikhism, special research departments such as Guru Granth Sahi@argtudie:
Encyclopaedia of Sikhism have also been estaddi. The University has also released a set of four volumes, ol

b) Students havingupervisoroutside the campus departments may be accommodated fortsh
stay subject to the availability of the hostel seat.

Benefit of half tuition fee concession amongst two or
more children of parents would be allowed to a child/children whose course fee (including all fsinds)
less than the other child/children. Benefit of half fee concession shall not be allowedatded
child/children, as he/she cannot be considered as a dependent on parents.

The children of the University employees and children of those employees who are on deputation
from the Punjab Government with the University (provided there is no objechgnthe State
Govermnment) will be allowed tuition fee concession. The details of the fee concession allowed to the
children of University employees are as follows:
